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	Critical Opportunity to Fully Fund Land and Water Conservation Fund 

	With only a few weeks left until Congress adjourns for the year, Izaak Walton League members and others have an important, yet narrow, window of opportunity to fully fund the Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF). The League actively supported creating the LWCF and fully funding it is a long-time goal.

More than 40 years ago, Congress created the LWCF to use a portion of revenue from oil drilling off our coasts to fund land acquisition, habitat conservation, and outdoor recreation. Although LWCF is eligible to receive $900 million annually, Congress has repeatedly failed to fund it at this level. The Gulf oil spill has renewed calls for Congress to fulfill its commitment to invest in conservation.

This summer, the U.S. House approved legislation that provides $900 million in full funding for LWCF – taking us halfway to our goal. Now, it's up to the Senate to follow suit. Please contact your U.S. Senators today and urge them to support full funding for the LWCF. Members of Congress need to hear from League members and others who hunt, fish, and enjoy the outdoors about our support for investments that will protect natural resources and habitat and support recreation.
