I.  MINUTES AND AGENDA        

1.  The Sept. 10 minutes were approved.  The Nov. 12 agenda was accepted.
II.  FINANCIAL REPORT  
1.   The expenses and checks written report for October were reviewed and approved.
                Ken reviewed the financials followed by much discussion and explanation.
III. PLANNING:
            1.  The proposed budget for 2010 was carefully reviewed.  Many figures were discussed and 
                 some were revised.  A revised budget will be available for consideration at the Dec. 30th 
                meeting.
            2.  A SDL&SA History including future association plans and goals was passed out.  The Directors
    were asked to study this sheet and bring suggestions to the December meeting.  We need    ideas for the Division Titles of our current organization as well as volunteers that will agree to chair-up the divisions. 


Ken will become the bookkeeper and will prepare financial statements using Quick 

    Books.  It was decided that expenditures and travel pay be added to the budget.  This was 

    moved by Jerry S, seconded by Janie, and passed.

3.  (omit underline)A price of $300 was quoted for a complete audit of the books.  A new 
organization name may be warranted.  Joe suggested that all SDL&SA books receive a light 
audit so we would know better where we stand.  This audit (omit) may cost from  $500- limit was 
set at $1000.  Corrections moved, second, approved.

4.  Bankruptcy payments are due to start in Nov. 2010 and will happen once a year until paid off.  IV.  OPERATIONS  

1. The Hutterite Colony has collected all the piping and dock equipment.  
2. Companies that are shown on our records as having outstanding balances will be notified by letter with the statement that if not paid within 60 days the bill will be turned over to a collection agency.
3.  It was suggested (and approved) that we eliminate the "Operations Report" from all further agendas.

1.  Nothing new to report.
  VI.  COMMITTEE REPORTS
1.  Goals:  One idea to be pursued was more emphasis on zero-based fertilizer and the need for our state legislators to pass this type of legislation.  Jerry S. has identified several legislators that will be willing to reconstruct the bills that we received from Wisconsin Lakes and Minnesota Lakes.  It was suggested that we get the bill to the 2010 legislative session for consideration.
2.  Membership:  A membership list with 54 members paid through Dec. 2009 was handed out.  
              It was suggested that this information be collected into a directory each year.  A raise in 
 
   
membership dues was suggested, but it was the feeling of the group that we need to get better 

 organized first with some projects in the works.  It was suggested that we may need a qualified 
  
 grant writer available.
3. SPLASH:  Jerry M said he would soon get started assembling the Winter Splash.
4. WEB Site:  Trudie reported 1,113 hits this month.  Janie is waiting for some changes so she can down load faster.  Charles Mix and Punished Woman's lakes have been added to our WEB site.
5. COROTHERS FOUNDATION As of Nov, 2009, we have a total of  $3,808.24.  Monies have 
been received from Lake Poinsett ADA,  $250,  and Bill Van Zwiener and  Yamping Xu,  $230. 
             During the year the Foundation sponsored 2 middle school Science Camp scholorships.  It
             was suggested that the Foundation be advertised in an effort to receive more donations.
6. LAKE LIAISON: 


West River:  Dick reported a message from the RC&D coordinator for the Black Hills, including 
Sheridan Lake and Spring Creek that reported  they were involved in a 6 phase project that 
needs our support.  They will be having an annual meeting on October 15, 2010 at the Ramkota.  
It was suggested  that we plan to attend that meeting.
               East River:  Jerry S. and Jay offered to coordinate with known lake associations as they travel
               the East River area.  Janie also suggested they receive a list of addresses and names of 
 
  contact persons.
V.        WATER BOARD:  

The Task Force was reported as still being on the roster.  They will be meeting on 
              Dec.  6,7, and 8 at the Joe Foss Bldg. in Pierre.  It was suggested that we should send a 
  
 representative to this meeting.
VI.       LAKE NEWS:
1. Day County has been working on a plan for county-wide zoning which will also 
                    include Pickerel Lake.
2.  Jerry M reported on writing some letters concerning lake and water issues.  One letter went to Tribal Attorneys supporting their action on the Enemy Swim controversy.  One letter was to DENR Rights Division supporting denial of the Lake Poinsett Water Development District's request to change the permit on the floodgates.  One letter to the Day County Commissioners supporting the Greater Pickerel Lakes comprehensive plan.

3. Jerry also reported on the progress of the EPA’s “Enhanced Wetland Project”.  The signage is being constructed of the macroinvertebrates collected during the past year.  A final report will follow the final installation of the signs on the wetland site, 

4. The Lake Henry Project is moving well.  
5. Joe reported that twenty-five acres have been purchased for a water-shed with filter strips to help clean up the lake's waters on Lake Hendricks.  
6. At Lake Madison, and Brant Lake the Lake County Commission Is working to organize a Clean Water advisory board.  
7. The Lake Poinsett controversy will soon have their 2nd hearing by the State Water Board concerning the use of their flood gates. 
8. There is a controversy at Big Stone Lake because of dairy ponds draining into the lake.  It is felt that pumping the over-flowing ponds and knifing it into the ground is not the answer.
9. Lake Platte has 4 projects on-going.  All their work and attention is designed to turn their lake into a real jewel.
10. Letters have been sent to 60 County Commissions of SD with a request to fill  in a questionaire asking for all lake associations as well as a name and address for us to be able to make contact. Most lakes have been identified by county.
