The Task Force 


will have a meeting on April 13 when the EPA-Region 8 from Denver will talk concerning 


a new approach to NPS pollution.  This should be well attended meeting.

 Lake quality concerns of residents and the Sisseton-Wahpeton Oyate tribe at 

Enemy 
Swim Lake was discussed.  Some of the concerns were considered, but 
agencies accepted the idea that the developer did follow the letter of the permits 
given.



 The state maintains sites on lakes and streams at watershed locations for 
monitoring and sampling water 4 times a year.  Twenty-three more sites will be installed 
this spring which will measure depth, condition of water, and some pollution factors.
