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VIOLENT WEATHER PATTERNS CLOSER TO HOME

A Tornado (often referred to as a twister or, errone-
ously, a cyclone) is a violent, dangerous, rotating col-
umn of air that is in contact with both the surface of
the earth and a cumulonimbus cloud or, in rare cases,
the base of a cumulus cloud. Tornadoes come in
many shapes and sizes, but are typically in the form
of a visible condensation funnel, whose narrow end
touches the earth and is often encircled by a cloud of
debris and dust. Most tornadoes have wind speeds
less than 110 miles per hour (177 km/h), are approxi-
mately 250 feet (80 m) across, and travel a few miles
(several kilometers) before dissipating. The most ex-
treme can attain wind speeds of more than 300 mph
(480 km/h), stretch more than two miles (3 km)
across, and stay on the ground for dozens of miles
(more than 100 km).

ONE ACRE FOOT OF SNOW EQUAL 200,000
GALLONS OF WATER?

On January 18, 2011, East and West Oakwood
Lakes contains 3,000 acres and we do have a foot of
snow on the ice here which will be equal to
600,000,000 gallons of water in the SPRING!!!

On February 2, 2011, Lake Poinsett (7886 acres) has
approximately 3.5' of snow cover, equal to app.

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY, 2011
SENATE BILL No. 182

Section 2. That chapter 43-4 be amended by adding
thereto a NEW SECTION to read as follows: No residen-
tial real property that is adjacent to any lake may be
transferred unless the property has been inspected by a
certified installer of on-site wastewater systems who has
been certified pursuant to ARSD chapter 75:53:02. The
inspection shall be for any drainage, leakage, or runoff
from any septic tank or septic tank system on the prop-
erty into the lake that results in potential contamination
of the lake... For purposes of this section, the term
lake, means a pond, reservoir, or other body of water,
created by either natural or artificial means, but not a
pond or appurtenance that is used for the treatment
and disposal of wastes and that is permitted for such
uses.

WHY!!! Not enough legislative members living on
lakes?

This will alert the potential buyer of several of the
possible waste disposal problems that can or have oc-
curred on lakes, especially when spring flooding is a
real possibility. This should address such problems as:
1) sewage pipes from residential effluent draining di-
rectly into the lake; 2) floating septic tanks when water
table is very high; 3)inadequate drain fields; 4) inade-
quate disposal systems, to name a few. Lakeshore
waste disposal systems are difficult to maintain trouble
free, so it is important that the ‘buyer beware’. ED

Here is an interesting item to think about. A lakefront resident on an Illinois lake was planning a very simple closed
loop system that would be used as a heat exchange system for a single home. This in itself would create no problem, but
it may trigger several residents to install heat exchange systems, which could impact the lake’s thermal profile. Conven-
tional geothermal unit wasn’t feasible (cost, zoning setbacks, lot size, etc.) Another lake client was interested in a much
larger unit as part of the AC system for a resort, which could have a more significant effect.

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Protect Clean Water forPeople and Wildlife:
Restore Clean WaterAct Protections

What Happened to the Clean Water Act? Millions of
acres of wetlands and thousands of miles of streams are
losing Clean Water Act protecton in the wake of Supreme
Court decisions in 2001 (SWANCC) and 2006 (Rananos)
and subsequent Corps of Engineers and EPA guidance.
The confusion and uncertainty created by these decisions
are also fueling wasteful additional paperwork and litiga-
tion. As a coalition of America’s leading sportsmen
and conservation organizations representing millions
ofmembers, they are urging congress and the Admini-
stration to act quickly in 2011 to restore Clean Water
protections for wetlands, streams, lakes, and headwa-
ters that are vulnerable to pollution and destruction
under the Supreme Court’s decisions. The EPA and
the Corps will lead an effort to provide clearer direction
on which waters are protected. Guidance instructions
will help field staff apply the Court’s decisions to specific
water bodies. Healthy streams and wetlands are vital to
healthy communities and habitat.

These waters are now at risk of pollution and
destruction without congressional and administrative ac-
tion. More than 1500 major pollution investigations have
been discontinued or shelve in the past 4 years, due to
SWANCC and Rapanos decisions...a huge step backward.

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Spring Flooding from the National Weather Service
Expectations of probable flooding along the Big Sioux
River, Watertown to Brookings will reach 1997 (record)
flood levels, and Brookings south to Sioux City will
reach 1969 (record) levels.

and manure nutrients; and conservation practices.
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2011 Lake Hendricks Improvement Association Annual Fishing Derby

The 31 annual Lake Hendricks Ice Fishing Derby was held on February 5™ on Lake Hendricks. This derby is
put on by the Lake Hendricks Improvement Association.

This year a much larger event was planned to help raise funds for the many water improvement projects that
are being implemented on Lake Hendricks.

The derby was a huge success this year with nearly 400 fishermen on the ice. | am happy to report that al-
most everyone caught something and many caught several fish during the derby.

The weather was almost perfect with snow and temperatures near 30 people could fish just about anyway
they wanted to.

This event is a precursor to a banquet that will be held in Hendricks on June 17" 2011. Our association oper-
ates 100% on donations these donations are used to attract or qualify for state dollars and grants used to im-
plement the projects underway on Lake Hendricks. Here is a list of those projects.

Two years ago we began an ambitious plan to clean up our lake. It all began with a visit from an expert
in the restoration field from the Dept. of Natural Resources in Minnesota. He was invited to make an assess-
ment of the best avenues needed to clean up a long over due mess.

Four main areas of need were identified and a game plan was put into place to remedy the problems associ-
ated with each.

The most pressing area of concern was the inlet into Lake Hendricks known as Deer Creek. The solu-
tion here was to slow the flow of water coming into the lake by creating a marsh area.

The marsh will slow the water allowing the suspended nutrients to settle out and be used by the plant growth
in the marsh. This model has been used successfully on several water projects in SW MN the most recent
being the Lake Maria/Lake Sarah clean up project.

225 acres has been purchased by the SD Game Fish & Parks on the South end of Lake Hendricks for the
specific purpose of creating and developing the needed wetland. Work on the basin project will begin in May
2011.

The second area that needed to be dealt with was the county dredge ditch #11 that drains 10,000
acres of farmland in MN. This ditch is responsible f
phosphorus into Lake Hendricks. Phosphorus is the major cause of unwanted algae blooms during the warm
summer months.

The solution was to add 506 to 15006 grass filter str
The grass strips will filter out most of the silt that is carried buy the water entering the ditch.

80% of this work was completed in 2010 the remainder of the work is scheduled for the spring of

2011.

Next was the run-off from the streets of the town of Hendricks. The street water had entered the lake
via three culverts since the town was founded over 100 years ago. In July 2010 these culverts were
redirected away from Lake Hendricks discharging directly into the outlet of the lake completely
bypassing Lake Hendricks.

This was a joint effort between the LHIA the city of Hendricks and Lincoln Co MN.

Lastly the flood retention dam on Deer Creek needs to be upgraded, in the fall of 2009 we did manage
to uncover the draw down tubes that had been silted over and were no longer functioning.

This action allows fresh water to enter the lake all winter long greatly reducing the chance of a major
winter fish kill. More improvements and upgrades a scheduled for 2011.

Several other projects have begun to be implemented beginning in 2011. All of them will require
money from donations to be able to secure funding for these projects via grants or state dollars.

They include the planting of 5 different tracts of CRP totaling over 150 acres. All of these tracts of land
are in direct proximity to Lake Hendricks and were responsible for large amounts of agricultural run-off
to enter the lake in several different locations.
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We are also actively pursuing a purchase of a 21 acre tract of land that presently allows several
hundred head of cattle direct access to Deer Creek only 1 mile from the Lake. We believe this is an
important step in reducing unwanted nutrients originating from these cattle from entering Lake
Hendricks.

The projects listed above and the activity surrounding these projects is a testament to the
effectiveness of a well organized lake association with a vision. Coupled with a working plan and the
support of the people in this area we have been able to make great strides into cleaning up a big
mess.
