Bill called the meeting to order at 7:30pm after we enjoyed our Christmas appetizers & desserts in the home of  Merlyn & Joan Siegfried.
Paul Day won the drawing for the “early bird” prize from names of people who had submitted their membership dues by December 3rd.  Bob Hanson will be in charge of purchasing prize and notifying Paul.

Bob moved the November minutes be approved; Jeanette seconded; motion passed.
John moved we approve treasurer’s report; Courtney seconded; motion passed.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. E.C.Krull Pelican Lake Access Area:  Brown & white sign on Hwy 212 is in place.
2. Neighborhood Watch:  Sheriff notified LPPS that the signs were ready to install.  Dean Jordan and Don Heim accepted this responsibility and replaced all the old signs with new, adding two with new posts at Porter White and West Air Haven entrances.  THANKS, GUYS!  Courtney received a packet on the Neighborhood Watch program from the national organization.  Suggestions that followed from board members were to coordinate with the sheriff’s office regarding a press release or take part in a radio talk show to get the info out; use the written material that the sheriff passed out, using his phone contact method; may have to develop our own brochure of information or put on our letterhead; spring newsletter should mention this program again; have refrigerator magnates to distribute with “Neighborhood Watch” & phone number on it.  Linda volunteered to get quotes on magnets.
3. Newsletter:  Dean received some positive feed back on our newsletter.  Office Max gave a quote of $.49 per colored page to print our brochure, which calculates to $220.50 for 150 newsletters with 3 colored sides.  It was suggested we also get quotes from Classroom Connections and the Public Opinion.
4. City Ordinance:  Bill reported he received a thank you letter from Mayor Williams responding to our letter of support for non-phosphorus lawn fertilizer use.  Also, John reported that the city did pass this ordinance, of which a copy is attached to these minutes.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. De-watering Project:  Courtney received a call regarding a diesel fuel smell coming from a storm sewer near where the city was working at the corner of 4th Avenue & 4th Street.  Courtney called a DNR rep, who went to the site.  Roger Foote said he would call city & check on it since he had not heard anything.  Attached is Sarah Caron’s response to the issue.
2. Christmas Trees:  Dale checked with Brian Blackwell from GF&P to see if we could put old Christmas trees in Lake Pelican to encourage spawning of fish eggs.  He said GF& P would use their boat to put the trees in the lake for us, preferably in the cove at the SW corner.  We will need to get the word out through a press release or by other means; group decided on about 50 trees; Dale needs to call Brian again and possibly someone from the city offices to coordinate pick up and drop-off location.
Courtney moved meeting be adjourned; Joan seconded; meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.  Next meeting scheduled for February 3rd at Dale & Linda Miller’s at 7pm.
